Birds have a head, a trunk, a tail and limbs. The front limbs are wings, and the hind limbs are legs. Their skin is covered with feathers. Thanks to their wings and feathers, most birds can fly. Birds breathe through lungs.

Birds can maintain their body temperature constant when the outside temperature changes. For this reason, they are called warm-blooded animals.

Female birds lay eggs on land. Male and female birds maintain the temperature of the eggs with their own body heat. This process is called incubation. When baby birds are born, at least one parent feeds and cares for them.

All birds are terrestrial, but each species feeds on a specific type of food: seeds, fruit, insects, other birds, etc. The mouth is covered by a hard beak or bill. The shape of the beak is appropriate for its specific food.
